We call it the Strategy for short.

It was also called ADS.

· People with disability
· The community.

This makes the community a more welcoming place for everyone.




What are Targeted Action Plans

The small plans are called Targeted Action Plans.

We call them TAPs for short.

1. Community Attitudes

The Australian Government will work with people with disability on this TAP.

All governments will put the plan into action.
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All governments will work on the actions over the next 3 years.
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Governments will do this by

· Sharing plans
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· Sharing ideas

· Doing workshops together

A workshop is when a group of people meet to talk about something.
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· Working with people with disability.
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Each state and territory will have their own ways of working with people with disability.
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The Australian Government is working on 2 main activities to work on the actions
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1. Having better support in court

A court is where someone goes to help solve problems or if someone broke the law.

In a court 

· A judge listens to what happened 
· People say what happened
· A judge decides what is fair and should happen.

Better support in court

New laws started in December 2024.

These laws support people with disability who need to tell their story in a court.
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The new laws will make it 

· Safe
· Fair

For people with disability to take part in court.
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The new laws let vulnerable people 

· Record what they will say in court before they go
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· Only have to have a say in court 1 time

The court can decide if they need to have a say again.
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Vulnerable people need extra help to stay safe and healthy.

They can be

· People with disability
· Older people
· Children.

The courts also need to have interpreters for people.

Interpreters are people who change what someone is saying into the words of another language
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Lots of people worked together on making these laws.




Support for women and children with disability

The Department of Social Services has made a new guide to keep women and children safe.

We call them DSS for short.

The guide says

· How things should be done
· Step by step what to do
· Can give recommendations.

Recommendations are ideas to do things better.
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The guide is called Disability Lens on the First Action Plan.

We called it DL1AP for short.
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DL1AP will help

· Women
· Children

Understand the National Plan to End Violence Against Women and Children.
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DSS spoke with

· Women with disability 
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· Disability Representative Organisations

We call them DROs for short.

Family violence is when someone in your family 

· Hurts you 
· Makes you feel scared.

It can happen between

· Partners
· Parents and children
· Brothers and sisters
· Carers and the people they care for.

It can also be called domestic violence.
